First of all, the schools were started to extend the
education of children beyond the families, not to replace the .
families. Furthermore, the representative governments are §=
elected in a democracy to carry out the wishes of people, not to
dictate to them.

In terms of parents' involvement in school activities, it has been such a
wonderful experience for me in the United States, being as part of parent teacher
association (PTA), being a speaker in schools where PTA has been the sponsor of
my presentations, and also being invited by Mothers' Club to discuss substantial
issues for the society. These are such wonderful and useful groups of the society,
who take time to play a significant role in community.

In contrast, the Indian education system hardly has an active role of parents
in the schools, and what to speak of parents, local government groups either at the
level of village panchayat or even of the district magistrate have no role in setting up
the agenda or operations of the schools. Even teachers have hardly any role in
setting up the agenda or curriculum of the school. At this village school, Kuruom
Vidyalaya, where | serve as its Manager, we make a very challenging effort to get
parents to show up for a monthly parent teacher meeting. We are even making
efforts to train mothers in simple computer and smart phone terminologies and
use/misuse so that they can keep an eye over their wards while virtual technologies
are being utilized to continue their education over internet during the Covid
pandemic. It is to be noted that Kuruom Vidyalaya did not lose a single day of
classroom time during the entire Covid period due to our commitment to the virtual

education from 1 of the pandemic.

In the Nagi ara ion Policy (NEP) 2020 fml% l)vernment, the
parents word appears ti#%mr{@:qwﬂ ion~and collaboration in
imparting the education to childrert is Rardly a specified role stipulated for
their input in the content and pedagogy of the school. The only point that comes
close to allotting them any role is in the article 5.11. that states “ In collaboration with
parents and other key local stakeholders, teachers will also be more involved in the
governance of schools/school complexes, including as members of the School
Management Committees/School Complex Management Committees.” This
statement does in no way seek inputs, let alone granting them role to contribute to
the content or other resources of the school.

Many a time parents are intimidated by the language barrier, education level,
and any exposure to the educational enterprise. The NEP 2020 speaks of the

/

regional language but only for the primary school. Such a limited role of the mother( A0

tongue is welcome step but it utterly fails to comprehend the mindset it develops in
the mind of students and parents.
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| have been there, done that, and have thought about it afterwards when |
looked at it as an educator. When | was in my fifth grade | could not understand a
difference between tatti (hindi for stool or excretory material) and taati, a barricade
made of straw, when discussing composting. Similarly, when | realized that my
mother tongue actuallywas inferior to the formal Hindi, | refused to sing a folk song
entitled batohiya (a traveler in Avadhi) in my eighth grade, citing this was a village
language not worth using, society.

Mother tongue is literally the language one learns from the mother. Although
in the West, a country is generally considered a fatherland, but in India it is the
motherland. India is a referred to as Bharatmata, not a Bharatpita. The controversy
of Vandemataram also reflects to a certain extent this contrasting view about mother
(female) symbolism. When considered in social context, this type of
characterization may form an element of critical gender theory (CGT), similar to the
critical race theory (CRT) being debated currently in the academic circles of United

States..
In Indian culture, a mother is considered the first guru. This would make
sense given the fact that a mother is aware of traits, characteristics, and nature of a
child beginning from the womb. A well attentive mother would be quite familiar with
the child's inclinations, approaches, interests, points of deviations which need of
discipline, etc. a lot more than anyone else. And, that is critical in early childhood to
shape the values and infuse sanskaras in a child. Thus, a mother is naturally in a
position to play a critical role in child's education and upbringing.

Which means that an acharaya (a mentor who teaches with full knowledge to
his/her own conduct) is 10 times more important than a teacher who teaches

felt by a child) is 1,000 fold more valu father. In other words, a motheris a

acharya,anda mother(
million times more valuable for a child's educatlon than a teacher of history,
philosophy, or mathematics. Combining the importance of the mother and father,
thatis parents, it could be theoretically 100 million times more valuable than a school
teacherin the education of a child. And, if that is equated with even a teacher, let
alone a school board, itis highly demeaning, if not outrageous, for a system we have
created in a so called democratic system, where politicians, school boards, and
bureaucrats decide the content and pedagogy of education.

Thus, animportant roles that parents are supposed to play must be to that
standard of parents, not that of a political jockey. Parents need to familiarize

/

themselves about the changing world, prejudices, including those with religious( AQO

connotations, and current and modern circumstances of richness in information and

communication to forge alliances for the future of the children and thereby the \

society.
